Section 2: Personal letter of introduction with goals and resume (colleges attended, major, GPA, military  

                  experience and any flight experience must be included) 

Section 3: College transcript – a copy is acceptable 

                  Documentation of military experience - if applicable   

Section 4: Documentation of flight experience to include licenses and/or last page of log book entries 

Section 5: Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT) scores and TBAS Scores 

     **Both tests given at Malmstrom Air Force Base – 406-731-4349 

Section 6:  Letters of recommendation – At least two 

 

4. The minimum prerequisites for application are a bachelor’s degree, completed by summer 2015, and the applicant 

must be 28 years old or younger.  

 

5.  Personal interviews will be scheduled ONLY for those applicants selected by the screening board.  It is our preference that 

your application be the best it can be, and if selected for an interview, use that opportunity to express your desires, and 

motivations to be a member of the Montana Air National Guard.
